I referred to a list of personal strengths of character and common virtues 

that can be identified across cultures and throughout history.  Research for this was done at the University of Michigan by Christopher 

Peterson beginning in 1986.  Two dozen character strength were identified and grouped within six broad areas of virtue.  I think grounding 

ourselves in these virtues in preparation and anticipation of being the best we can be will help us as we add our energy, strength and com-

mitment while putting our "shoulder to the wheel" and assisting the change we all desire. 

The following are the strengths of"Justice" identified by Peterson.  strengthsThese cognitive and emotional underline healthy community 

life.  They are: 

Citizenship - Social responsibility, loyalty, teamwork.  Working well as a member of a group or team and being loyal to the group. 

Fairness - Treating all people the same according to notions of fairness and justice and not letting personal feelings bias decisions about 

others. 

Leadership - Encouraging a group of which one is a member to get things done, and at the same time maintain good relations within the 

group. 

I believe that as we are reminded of these strengths and incorporate and expand them in our lives, we will each be a greater asset to our 

organization.  At the same time we will increase our feelings of empowerment, invigoration and resolve, thus preparing us to enjoy and 

contribute to the ideas and values we hold dear.
